Significant event: Reform of masters!

Candidate Committee:

- Duty to keep the information confidential

According to the 2nd Leek:
• The candidate committee has concluded:

• impossible to find 20% of contemporary masters transferable to flexible masters

• Consequence:
• Fewer flexible masters (probably 5% of contemporary programs)

• Multiple short master programs (25% contemporary programs) 



Reform: graduate programs

Master

”Ordinary” masters (120-180 ECTS)

• - 2/3 of all masters programs

”1 ¼ years” master (75 ECTS)

• - 10 % of existing masters

”flexible” master (75 -120 ECTS) 

• - 20 % of existing masters

Distributed:
• 35 % Arts and humanities  

• 40 % Social science, 

• 30 % Science

• 10 % Health 

• 15 % Tech. 

----

• Variation is possible if 30 % of all existing 
masters are reformed
